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MEMBERSHIP VP’s REPORT                         by Don Shipley 
Call for Help!  

This article is a plea to anyone that is willing to help locate our lost comrades.  As we are getting older finding old friends before the 
grim reaper does is getting desperate. There are ways for searching with computer programs for those with time and equipment; some 
have resorted to paying search companies to located persons.   

We have over four thousand names in our database of men that served with 5/7 in Viet Nam.  Unfortunately over two thousand of 
those names are of persons we have not located.  In other words we don’t have a current address or phone number for them.   

Very often when we do locate a new person, that person will come up with the address of someone else from our list that has not been 
located.  This is a good thing. 

Many names in our database that come from early 1968 on have social security numbers as that is how the military was issuing orders 
in those days.  With these numbers we can focus in on their original home states based on the prefix in the social security numbers.  I can 
show you how to translate the SSN numbers to respective states and you can help us search.  Even if you found a couple per month it 
would be a big help. 

For persons on active duty in 1966 and 1967 orders were issued with the person’s military ID number or serial number.  These serial 
numbers started with: RA, US, O or OF.  Even these give us an area of the country a person came from forty years ago.   

Next year, we will be heading for our Ninth Reunion and those not located deserve the opportunity of attending the reunion also.  So 
if you can help in the search for new brothers that would be great. 

Those in the active 5/7 today have no idea how difficult it will be after leaving the military to locate old friends.  Contrary to many 
people’s belief, the military will not even give us a list or roster of those that served in the new unit at any time period.  Those old orders 
and squad to battalion rosters are our only hope of any contact with old friends.  

Anyone discovering old records or rosters from years ago please send copies to Karl or me in hopes they will add a little piece of info 
we do not have.  As you will remember those old mimeograph machines of the 60’s had a habit of not being very clear at times.  Put that 
with the one fingered, walking wounded that helped type in the rear and sometimes it’s a real test to make sense of what is on those old 
sheets.

If you are not able to obtain a SF-180 form, you may still submit a request for military records. Requests must contain enough information to iden-
tify the record among the more than 70 million on file at NPRC (MPR). Certain basic information is needed. This information includes: 
• The veteran's complete name used while in service  
• Service number or social security number  
• Branch of service  
• Dates of service  
• Date and place of birth may also be helpful, especially if the service number is not known  
• If the request pertains to a record that may have been involved in the 1973 fire, also include:  

• Place of discharge  
• Last unit of assignment  
• Place of entry into the service, if known.
